
A sample letter to elected officials of the city, town or county follows:

Local governance needs to emphasize local issues. However, in a democracy we the people also need to pay some attention to broader affairs.

Carbon emissions trading acts like a covert tax, but trading is more expensive, worse for the economy, and at the same time less effective, and more readily abused than an actual tax. To reduce emissions of carbon dioxide from fossil fuels, I am asking the NAME Committee to consider and pass a resolution in support of enactment of a federal carbon tax with an associated refund. Please consider introducing to the Board a resolution such as the sample at the non-profit website federalcarbontax.org, modified as desired while preserving the intent. 

After passage by the Committee, the City Council could consider the resolution. Upon passage by the Council, copies of the resolution could be sent to officials representing the City at state and national levels, as well as to the U.S. Conference of Mayors (and published at federalcarbontax.org), sending a signal that a federal carbon tax could become politically possible. The resolution requires no further commitment on the part of the local government. 

Following this feasible method, as the number of such resolutions grows the increasing magnitude of the news will inspire the introduction of more resolutions, building momentum for a mandate. As more local governments pass such resolutions, the increasing size of the Initiative will bring greater nationwide attention to the benefits of the tax-and-refund and inspire the introduction of more resolutions.
